1.3.2. What are the efforts made by the institution to modify, enrich and organize the curriculum to explicitly reflect the experiences of the students and cater to needs of the dynamic employment market?

The college strictly adheres to the syllabus designed by Biju Pattnaik University of Technology (BPUT), Odisha. But while delivering the syllabus content to the students, our faculty enrich them with their own expertise and experience so that the students also gain employable qualities that enable them to get jobs in this highly competitive world globally job market. The training and placement cell of the college regularly interacts with the HR and Training Managers of different industries and collects first hand information. These demands of the industries are then communicated to the HODs through Principal who in turn formulates add on courses and extra classes are then conducted to make up the deficiencies in the students to make them employable. The institution enriches the curriculum by supplementing it with extra courses such as Auto CAD, TANNER TOOL,MENTOR GRAPHICS, .Net and SOFT SKILLS so that the students are benefited in the best possible manner.

1.3.3. Enumerate the efforts made by the institution to integrate the cross cutting issues such as Gender, Climate Change, Environmental Education, Human Rights, ICT etc., into the curriculum?

The Institution takes necessary efforts in the form of Quiz, Debate and Poster Competition on the issues like Gender sensitization, Climate Change. Institution was organized an environmental awareness programme in collaboration with state pollution control board, Angul branch, in 2013.

1.3.4. What are the various value-added courses/enrichment programmes offered to ensure holistic development of students? Moral and ethical values employable and life skills better career options community orientation Moral and Ethical Values: 

An internal talk of Professional ethics by the principal has been taken up. Regarding moral and ethical values, the students are being taught about the moral, ethical and behavioral values through Yoga and soft skills classes and through talks by distinguished person in these fields. Further, discipline and punctuality etc are inculcated in to their minds by the faculty.
Employable and Life skills:

 As communication skill is necessary for employment, the institute takes extra care for the development of communication skill of the students through language lab, group discussions, debates, Essay writing competitions etc. Students of Synergy Institute of Engineering and Technology, Dhenkanal Campus, are   allotted the different responsibilities in organizing various events and activities such as cultural programmes, competitions, seminars, workshops etc. In this way they improve their team building and organizational skills.
Better Career Option: 

The institute conducts different training programmes such as .NET, CAD CAM, MATLAB for better carrier option.

Community orientation:

For community orientation college provides personality development sessions, debate competitions and computer coaching classes for other members of society so that society can get advantages of these programs Institute organizes plantation, blood donation, health camp, computer awareness etc for rural people in nearby villages.

1.3.5. Citing a few examples enumerate on the extent of use of the feedback from stakeholders in enriching the curriculum?
The Institute takes feedback from different stakeholders, including parents and people from industries. The students express their opinion on curriculum through response sheets/feedback. Our faculty takes regular feedback from stakeholders on academic, curriculum, placement, trends and teaching methodology. The feedback collected is analyzed for improvement if there is any lacuna. The Principal present it to the college managing committee. The Governing Council reviews the analysis reports and initiates interventions. The teachers collect the feedback from the graduates regarding learning processes after the end of academic session every year. · The college admission is done through the Odisha Joint Entrance Examination (OJEE) counseling which is held at the Government and university level. 

· JEE COMMITTEE selects candidates for different colleges from the merit list published by COMBINE JEE and AIEEE /JEE(MAIN) on the basis of the preference given by the candidates
· The selection of students to the college is done through the admission committees in the counseling centers which include a convener and a panel of experts. Thus the transparency is guaranteed and maintained all through the process from the start of the notification till the end of admission. 

· Therefore the access, equity social justices are guaranteed through transparency and adherence to the rules.

· The counseling team in the college helps the students to make the choice of their stream and medium of instruction. Our college also follows the various reservation policy of the government.

· The admission procedure for PG & UG courses is done strictly according to the conditions laid by the BPUT and AICTE. 

· The Selection of students for various departments is done through the basis which is laid down by the BPUT & AICTE.

· The college has constituted a Student Welfare Cell to help the needy students in every way possible, also with the purpose of reducing the number of dropouts.

· The college has implemented a proctor/mentor system to evaluate the student performance in periodic manner. For 20 students one faculty is assigned as the proctor/mentor. Proctorial record is maintained regularly.

The board arranges to inform the parents the terms examination awards of the students’ along with their class attendance.

Our faculty takes initiative in addressing the academic, psycho-social & personal needs of the students for their mentoring, counseling and academic advises. The faculty maintains the records containing the list of students in need of counseling and required support. Doubt clearing  classes are conducted for needy students. Every year  almost all the students in each class are benefitted with the academic personal & psycho-social guidance services. The students who seek psychological guidance or the candidates who are psycho-socially left-out are given psychological counseling by the college faculty itself. Further the college teachers really act as a true friend, philosopher and a guide for the students. 
The class coordinators guide the students in academic & personal matters by offering the required help in terms of mentoring & counseling. However, serious matters are referred to a trained counselor. 

Academic and career counseling:-The students, at the time of the admission are helped by our faculty in briefing about the various opportunities and scope in the hospitality industry. They are informed about the nature of the various subjects that form the syllabus. They are given the right kind of counseling which helps them shape their carrier.

Personal and psycho-social counseling.-The students during the course of their studies in the college come across many issues. They are, at times, too immature to handle these problems. The college provides them personal counseling. They can share their problem with the faculty. The concerned faculty are very supportive in guiding them face there problem. The students some time come across certain social issues or problems which tend to bring inferiority complex in them. The faculty makes sure that no such deterioration happens with the psycho-social understanding of the students. They are counseled and motivated to become better citizens and advice to stand upright for the social cause.

· The college organizes lectures on career opportunities. Mock tests are held to facilitate them to excel in this pursuit. Their performance in analyzed after every tests and then a brain storming session is organized to assess their strength and weaknesses. 
· Campus interviews at the College enables students to get the placements of their choice 

· The placement cell keeps a track of the interviews held. As and when the results are declared, the cell informs the students regarding the result. The results are analyzed and then the next process of the helping the successful candidates begins.

Hence they are actively involved in the decision-making process to sustain and enhance quality of education imparted by the institution.

Ans.The establishment collects information about the different aspects of College functioning through different ways. The management supports the active participation of the staff in the process of decision-making. Teachers have their representatives in the Colleges Governing Body, which is its top most decision-making body. The College has made different Committees. Teacher and the non-teaching staff play a vital role in the planning and implementation of activities in different spheres of institutional day to day functioning. The personal interaction of the Principal with various stakeholders, the faculty, the non-teaching staff, the students, the guardians play an important role in this. Apart from this, information available in student feedback forms and information available in self-appraisal forms of teachers help the authorities to plan properly. Annual Parent-Teachers Meet strengthens the bond of parents with the institution. Annual Alumni Meet facilitates the hold of the alumnae for their contribution to the growth of the college. In statutory bodies such as Governing body and Academic Council, experts from various fields are members and they contribute towards the development of the institution. Every department takes the views of alumni, subject experts and an industrialist for the over whole development . Thereby a link with the public is established.

6.1.4 What are the procedures adopted by the institution to monitor and evaluate policies and plans of the institution for effective implementation and improvement from time to time?

Ans. The institution has adopted participatory managerial principles to ensure progress through the following practices: The flow of information is always from lower level to higher level. Coordinators of each level of the system consolidate recommendations after discussion with members and present them to the apex bodies. The feasibility of the proposed changes is discussed in the presence of the respective coordinators and if found acceptable, the changes are implemented. The Principal of the college has complete autonomy to govern the institution within the purview of the rules and regulations framed by the government. In the beginning of the academic year, a self-mapping exercise is conducted for the staff. This exercise exposes the strengths and challenges of each of the personnel to draw a potential map, which gives insight to the management, for the distribution of responsibilities. The head of the institution appoints the conveners for various committees and further nominates the members of committees in consultation with the respective conveners based on the potential map. The committees are well guided about their roles and responsibilities by the principal of the institution. The faculty is informed of their duties and responsibilities by the head of the institution in the scheduled staff meetings and departmental briefings. The administrative staff is given a job map along with the roles and responsibilities.

Ans. The Principal is both the academic and the administrative head of the institution. He is accountable for achieving excellence in the college in all the parameters of the predefined mission components. He is appropriately empowered and has autonomy to achieve the objectives. He identifies the abilities of the individuals and assigns their responsibilities to them. The Principal guides and motivates all others staff to achieve their institutional goals and objectives. He is a bridge between management and faculty /non-teaching staff. The management of the college communicates with the principal and the staff members. The problems and issues related to college development, administration, infrastructural needs and student disciplines are discussed in the frequently conducted meetings between the management and different committees. In the meetings responsibilities are defined and communicated to the staff. If situation demands the director of the institution conducts meeting with teachers to communicate directly and bestows the responsibilities. The teaching as well as the non-teaching staff follows on the  instructions and obey the order in the interest of the institution.

6.1.6 How does the college groom leadership at various levels?

“Synergy Institute of Engineering and Technology” grooms the leadership at all levels of administration, among teaching, non – teaching staff and the students. Regular training programmes are provided to enhance leadership qualities and capabilities of personnel who are assigned or selected for coordinating roles. The management is always encouraging and supporting the involvement of the staff in the improvement of the effectiveness and efficiency of the institutional process. Through the Principal of the college, the management involves the staff members in various activities related to the development of the colleges and they are involved by way of construction of various committees such as discipline committee, examination committee etc. Apart from that the college organizes AIDS Awareness Campaign, Blood Donation Camp, Village Outreach Programmes, , World Environment Day, World Anti-Tobacco Day, technical Competitions, Awareness on Morals and Virtues, Career Guidance Programmes, Career Guidance Fairs, Free health checkup for Weaker Sections etc. by focusing on the constant improvement of the leadership qualities of the students.

Ans. The administration is decentralized to a considerable extent by implementing ERP System. The Principal conducts regular meetings with academic and non-academic staff with proper minutes of meetings. . The opinion of all the staff members are taken for the effective implementation of suggestions. Academic and administrative duties are assigned to HODs. The HODs in turn conduct departmental meetings and decisions are taken in consultation with the teaching staff. At the same time, there are sufficient checks and balances built in the system to see that these decisions are carefully taken. These decisions can also be reviewed by higher authorities and committees in case of needs. The meeting usually focuses on improving the academic, co-curricular and extracurricular performance of the students. The work is delegated to the staffs that frame the time table, formulate the teaching plans and accept the task assigned by the HOD. The academic dairy is maintained by all staffs to record the lessons covered on a daily basis which is monitored by the principal regularly. In addition to the academic responsibility shouldered, faculty also takes up the administrative work and are on the functional committees that cover all aspects of governance of the college. Introduced of mentoring practises will definitely  build a healthy and positive environment for mentees and mentor both and will establish the safety platform to excel.  The management gives suggestions on various aspects on the basis of the Principal's report and feedback it gets from the students and society. The suggestions of the management is communicated to the teaching and non-teaching staff and implemented by the Principal. He also assigns duties to various academic and administrative bodies of the college on the basis of suggestions of the management.

The college has a very good library with more than 1584 number  of reference books. The college also subscribe e-journals to keep the faculty as well as the student’s up to-date in technology. The college has a mechanism in place for evaluating the teaching staff which is done at the end of the academic year. The HODs study the feedback forms and discuss with the staff, the improvements that have to be implemented. Soon after a student is admitted, The College has made provision for assessing students  knowledge and skills for particular programme. Other than the lecture method of teaching, group discussion, field studies, debates, tutorials, seminars, study tours, competition on different subjects etc. are adopted for proper understanding of the subjects. The college has well experienced faculty members. The library staff is well qualified and their experience is used in updating library for the optimum use by the students. The College on its own conducts seminars, workshops etc. for the teachers to enrich their knowledge and skills. Also the teachers are encouraged to attend seminar and workshop in reputed institutes.

· Research & Development

R &D is an integral part of our institute. The faculties as well as students are encouraged for research work in addition to their regular work. A full-fledged research lab is functioning under the guidance of a retired professor from IIT Kharagpur, . In the past few years a good number of our faculties have registered for M. Tech. and Ph.D. programmes, with some almost on the verge of completion of the degrees. Other research activities of the departments include presentation and publication of research papers in seminars, conferences and journals and to take different project works .

· Community Engagement

Through the Student Welfare Committee, NSS & Eco club, IE committee, ISTE committee and knowledge centre the College use to render community service by organizing blood donation camps, AIDS awareness programmes, waste management awareness programme, Mathematics awareness programme etc.

· Human Resource Management

The institution has a progressive & transparent recruitment policy. As an educational institution the main human resource is faculties. Faculty recruitment starts from the open advertisement in the regional and national newspaper. After thoroughly scrutinizing the application the selected candidates are called for interview. The interview is conducted department wise by a committee headed by the concern HOD. The committee recommend the selected candidates name to the principal who take the final decision with consultation with the management.

For the lab Asst. post the selection procedure is same as for the faculty. For office staff the recruitment is conducted by the registrar. For all the post the candidates are appointed on probation for a stipulated period depending on post. After successful completion of the probation period they are appointed on a regular scale. Quality is given the highest priority by the management. To maintain quality, performance based incentive is given to the employees. The faculties are encouraged to do research work, publish paper in reputed journals and apply for projects in different agencies. The department functions as an independent body. There is no interference of the management in day to day affairs of the department except routine review.

· Industry Interaction

Industry interaction is the integral part of the technical education. To make the students more industry oriented our institute arrange industrial tour every year for the 3rd year students. After their industrial visit they give a presentation before their department staff. Apart from this seminars are also organized where people from industries are invited to give talk and interact with the students .

The academic functions and related administrative matters have been vastly streamlined ever since the functional committees are formed. A Registrar was appointed, leading to Speedier and more efficient transactions of matters relating to payment of fees, issuing of  redressal of valuation grievances etc. The feedback on teachers obtained from students has helped analyze and evaluated the performance of the teachers. The evaluation has led to remedial measures to improve the performance of teachers through SDP and CSR to encourage teachers who have been efficient and full of initiative. The self appraisal mechanism started for teachers, together with the student feedback has been very useful for the Principal to arrive at an overall performance report of the teacher. These evaluator mechanisms are taken into consideration for teachers  promotion. Arrangements of faculty development programmes, skill development programmes for students and non teaching staff, continuous up-gradation of laboratory facilities, library and office automation, enhancement of student support services (Placement, carrier

guidance, counselling, mentorship, encouragement to culture and sports activities) has brought a revolutionary changes in the institute.

The strategy used in the college has been effective in engaging academic staff in quality and also resulting in positive changes. Such changes have resulted as a direct result of internal self-reviews undertaken in preparation for the external quality audit. The college used audit as an opportunity to drive change and improvement in academic and non-academic areas.

In some areas like arrangement for feedback responses from students, parents and other stakeholders on quality- related institutional processes, organization of intra institutional workshops, seminars on quality related themes and promotion of quality circles, development and application of some quality benchmarks/parameters for the various academic and administrative activities of the institute etc are more or less aligned with the requirements of the relevant external assurance agencies. However, we need to strive hard to achieve improve upon in some other area like development and maintenance of institutional database through Management Information System (MIS) for the purpose of maintaining /enhancing the institutional quality, dissemination of information on the various quality parameters of higher education etc.

	The main objectives of evaluation procedures are:

(a) The system of evaluation should be adequate and comprehensive so as to measure different types of skills.

(b) The system should provide a feedback:

1. to the students regarding their strengths and weaknesses; and

2. to the teacher as to how far she/he has been able to benefit the students and to modify his/her approach and teaching methods.

 (c) To evaluate the performance by a method, that will be free from subjectivity         and be accurate as far as possible. The evaluation system, as adopted by  “Synergy Institute of Engineering and Technology”  , has two components, viz, 1. The Continuous Internal Evaluation (CIE) 2. The End Semester Examination (ESE)

The ratio of weightage is 30% in CIE and 70%  in ESE for UG and 50% in CIE and 50% in ESE for PG. The answer scripts are given back to the students after evaluation for their information, providing sufficient transparency and accountability.


	The core objectives of introducing of doubt clearing classes and question banks are:

To clear the doubt of the student on any subject if he/she is absent in the class due to any serious medical problem.  

The doubt clearing classes also be taken in case of a group of students are unable to understand the course properly due to standard of their teaching career. 

Question banks are a part of the innovative and best practices to make the entire student aware about the possible questions to attain in the coming examination. 

For through revision of the course taught in the class room through different question pattern.
To discuss different field application models of the technology.

To solve different critical problems and simulation model.

To train students on visualizing and perceiving future technology requirement and generate new statement of equation for research activities. 

	The Context:
	The teaching, learning, and evaluation are integrated and indissoluble components of education. The “Synergy Institute of Engineering and Technology” desired that the evaluation system should also serve as in aid in the process of learning. The Institute felt, that this, along with teaching, should be an integral part of aiding learning by the student. The evaluation process should include continuous internal evaluation, the conduct of examination, the evaluation of answer scripts and indicating the performance by grading rather than marking .1t is in this context that the evaluation practices were chosen and introduced.
The examination reforms, in the Institute, are not merely a technique to improve the evaluation system but to be viewed as an aim at improving the education process itself.


	The institute over the long history of 15 years has created a niche for itself in the academic ambience and makes the context more transparent by introducing the doubt clearing and question bank facilities. Also to create a strong academic and research environment.  

Un-less and un-till we provide the support to all the students to clear their doubts through extra hours expectation and service of the institute from the poor academically back ground students will be un-fulfilled.

This type of continuous process will definitely help the students to excel in the examination and will more confident to come out with positive graduate attributes. These achievements are surely enough in itself to boost the name and the fame the institute is enjoying. Still the institute was facing certain challenges which of utmost importance. The library has been computerized and digital library open for all students and staffs.

The institute in the academic world introduced the technique of Doubt clear classes and prepared study materials keeping in view the examination perspective. The students belonging to the college are given extra coaching free of cost by addressing their problems. Their skills are sharpened and chiseled keeping in view the patterns of the final examinations. They are given a list of prospective exercise prepared by expert faculties. This process has helped them to attain their targets in a better way.

	The Practice
	CIE Components: CIE programme includes components such as Quizzes, Tests, Assignments, Seminars, Lab Exercises, Workshops and Practical. For each programme viz., UG, PG and Professional courses, suitable components are included in their CIE. CIE marks are shown to students along with their answer scripts by the teacher concerned enabling them to have access to the evaluated answer scripts before the marks are forwarded to the examination section.
This exercise ensures:

(i) providing a feedback to the students on the mistakes committed;

(ii) providing an opportunity to learn the subject more accurately and adequately;

(iii) transparency in the evaluation system.

 Only CIE and no ESE for certain courses:
There are a few papers in UG, PG and Professional Programmes, which are evaluated totally by CIE; that means, there would be no end semester examinations in these papers.

 The following are a few examples:

 1.All Practical for Science courses at the UG and PG levels.

2.All sessional Course for Technical branches.

In all the above courses including practical, the weightage of the CIE is 100%.

External Members:
A general thrust is given on the external element in the end semester examinations, such as external paper setters, moderators of the question papers and evaluators of the answer scripts.

 The paper setter is expected to match the content of the syllabus with the type of questions and different abilities and skills tested. For this purpose the paper setter has to prepare a blue print or a table of specifications which enables him to match all the above mentioned three components viz., (i) syllabus content, (ii) skills tested and (iii) the types of questions.The paper setter has to submit a scheme of valuation which is called a Master Copy, along with the responses for objective type of questions and synopsis of answers for long answer questions. In the Master Copy 15 utilities and skills are listed with a view to including a few of them in the questions while setting a question paper.

 Grading System:
 Elimination of subjectivity to the possible extent in the marking system, is accorded by introducing the grading system, by converting marks into grades. Marking of the answer scripts are done by a scheme of evaluation provided by the paper setter along with an "Analytical Marking Scheme."

At the time of introduction of the Examination Reforms against the traditional end ​examination system, in order to give orientations to teachers of the Institute, several workshops were conducted with the help of AIU and therefore, there have been no obstacles. Of late, the orientation courses are conducted periodically either centrally at the University or at the Campus levels for teachers, especially for the new teachers. 
	The dropout rate and the failure rate were scaling heights. The students were given extra coaching, free of cost, in all the subjects in general. The students Were given extra guidance in the core subjects of their respective specialization in particular. The institute ensured that the students are provided with the Question framed by the experienced faculty of the college. This action has resulted in a steep in the failure. The Question Banks have facilitated the students in such a way that their efforts in the final exams have started bearing. This type of practice automatically establishes the brand image of the institution in teaching and learning process.

The students facilitate with the different questions bank and make themselves more confident to attain the examination.

 Doubt Clear classes:

Question Banking:
The Institute has prepared Question Banks for various courses taught at UG level.They are used by the faculty for setting the question papers and at the time of scrutinizing the question papers by the Moderation Boards. Question Banks are updated by the departments as and when the syllabus is changed or new subjects are introduced and also to keep pace with the developments in the field.

Structured Question Paper Pattern:
 The question paper carries the questions such as Objective type (20 marks), Short Answer type questions (40 marks) and the Long Answer Questions (40 marks), to test the skills such as analysis, synthesis, drawing, creativity, originality, etc., in addition to memory based questions. Further the pattern of the question paper, with only internal choice (no global choice), motivates the students to prepare for the entire syllabus and discourages selective study.



	Evidence of Success

	After proper evaluation and keeping feedback report from all the stake holders  in the curriculam designing and development, in teaching and learning process are the evidence of success for maintaining and sustaining the quality parameter. 

	The level of achievement is maintained high in the performance of students in the examinations. Further the result of success in each semester examinations is always satisfactory.
